Since classical antiquity science as a type of knowledge was closely linked to philosophy.

In the early modern era the words '"science" and "philosophy" were sometimes used
interchangeably in the English language. By the 17th century, natural philosophy (which is today
called "natural science") had begun to be considered separately from «philosophy» in general,
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while, "science" continued to be used in a broad sense denoting reliable knowledge about a topic,
in the same way it is still used in modern terms such as library science.

However, in modern use, "science" is still mainly treated as synonymous with "natural and
physical science', and thus restricted to those branches of study that relate to the phenomena of the
material universe and their laws, sometimes with implied exclusion of pure mathematics. This is
now the dominant sense in ordinary use. The word "science" became increasingly associated with
the disciplined study of physics, chemistry, geology and biology. This sometimes left the study of
human thought and society in a linguistic limbo, which was resolved by classifying these areas of
academic study as social science.
